ANNUAL COURSE

each one), allow students to complete two levels per year in two alternative schedules:
between 8am and 12pm or between 2pm and 6pm.

EVENING COURSE
This course is offered on a semesterly basis and has a workload of 4 hours per week (6-8 pm),
for a total of 60 hours per semester, which is the equivalent to a sublevel.

SUMMER COURSE
In July, August and September, the ICLP offers summer courses of 80 hours per month which
correspond to one EFRL level (from A1to C2).
